Sacramental Preparation 
This is an especially sacred time in a family’s life as well within the parish. Children in 

second grade celebrate First Reconciliation (Confession). Children in grades third 

celebrate Confirmation and First Eucharist (Communion). Our Sacramental process is 

in partnership between the church and family.  First Confession Prep, the catechists 

discuss and teach the sacrament of penance (confession). 

Confirmation and Eucharist Prep (communion) help further familiarize your children in 

the church, Mass and the church teachings on these two sacraments.  Home activities 

materials will be provided. In addition parents need to attend all sessions with their child 

and attend Mass with your child on a regular basis, complete any home assignments with 

your child and attend the family retreats.  

A copy of baptismal certificate is to be turned in the faith Formation coordinator at the 

time of registration.
